For Grade 3 students, achievement remained stable in literacy relative to 2021-2022
but increased in mathematics.

It is encouraging to note that among the 31% of students who achieved Level 2 in
mathematics (38 378 students), almost half were close (as indicated by a high Level 2
outcome) to meeting the provincial standard and demonstrated most of the knowledge
and skills required for work in subsequent grades.
